Bus Behavior and Safefrocedures

Safe and efficient transport of students is the goal of the Transportation Department. Misconduct by any student while
riding a school bus represents a serious threat to the safety of all occupants of the bus as well as other motorists,
pedestians, and members of the community. All rules that apply to the school grounds and school activities apply to the
school bus.Riding the school busis a privilege. Parents are regponsible for the supervision and sdety of students at bust
stopuntil boarding, and after departing the busin addition to being esponsi bl e for their stude
to and from school.Student conduct directly affectsthe school bus climate; therefore, students must follow bus safety

and courtesy rules. Sagty and security measuies on the school bus include video recordings of students and the
driver/attendant while on board. Students who do not adhere to bus safety rules and procedures may loseding
privileges for the length of time deemed appropriate for the violation and remediation of the behavior not to exceed 10
days without advanced approval from the Superintendeftte Principal is the only person with authority to suspend a
student.

If bus violations continue despite progressive discipline measures and remediation of the behavior o4 toei2zence

of a Level Three Offense, a mandatory parent/student transition meeting with the Director of Transportation is required
prior to thes t u d eligibility $o return to the bus is restored. During the transition meeting, the parent and student
will be required to sign a bus safety behavior agreement. If violations continue beyond the bus safety agreement, a
recommendation for expulsion from school bus transportation will be submitted for the Superintendent approval.

Inthe areaof EnglishLanguageéirts (ELA), the
Florida Standardsincludes theuse of informationaland nonfiction texts and fictional texts. T h e complexityof assigned
readingpassageandthe textsincorporateacademic/ocabulary appropriatefor challengingtudentsin eachgrade.

In the areaof Mathematics,there is a focuson key topicsthat are crucialfor a studentto succeedin eachgradelevel. The
mathematicsstandardsare challengingand rigorous. Emphasisis placedon conceptual understandingasopposedto just
learninga formula, andthere are applicationsof the conceptsto demonstrate in-depthcomprehensiorof the material.

TheFloridaStandardsdo not tell teachershow to teach,but they do help teachersfigure out the knowledgeand skills their

studentsshouldhavein order to build the bestlessonsand environmentsfor their classroomsStandardsalsohelp students
and parentsby settingclearandrealisticgoalsfor successStandardsare a first step—akey buildingolock—in  providingour

young peoplewith a high-quality educationthat will preparethem for successn collegeand work. Of course,standards
are not the only thing that isneededfor ourc h i | ducaesstutsthey do providean accessibleroadmapfor ourteachers,
parents,andstudents.

Will the FloridaStandardskeeplocalteachersfrom decidingwhat or how to teach?

No. Florida Standardsare a clear set of sharedgoalsand expectationsfor what knowledgeand skillswill help our students
succeedLocalteachers, principals, superintendents, and otheiil decidehow the standardsare to be met.

Will more standardsmeanmore tests?
No.Thegoalisnot to havemoretests,but to havesmarterandbetter teststhat help students,parents,andteachers make
informeddecisionsaaboutteachingandlearning.

Teachingeading and
writing isthe responsibilityof everyteacher.FloridaStandardsareembracinghis challengeby bringingliteracy(the ability to

readandwrite with competency}o the forefront. Literacystandardgor history/socialsciencescienceand technicakubjects
are embeddedin the coursedescriptionsto supportstandardsbasedinstruction. Thesestandardsare taught by teachers,
masteredby the students,andassessedn tests.

Why do we needliteracy standardsfor subjectslike history/socialscience scienceand

technology?

Tounderstandand conversedn a subject, studentsnustbe ableto read,write, speakandlistenin the languageof that field.
Researclshowsthat the more fluent a studentis in any particularfield, the more capablehe/sheis of understanding the
complexities of that field. Literacy standardswill actually serve to enhancethe content standardsfor subjects like
history/socialsciencescienceandtechnology.

Florida Standardsinclude technologybasedstandardsthat are interwoveninto the literacy standards. Thesewill help
prepare students for life in our technologicalsociety. They ask that students understandand use sound methods for
researchingproducing,andconsumingnedia.

Pursuantto BoardPolicy5517.01 the SchooBoardis committedto providingan educationalkettingthat is safe,secure, and
free from harassmentandbullyingfor all of its studentsandschoolemployees.

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STUDENGRIEVANCGEROCEDURES

Thisgrievanceprocedureis not to be usedto challengestudentdisciplineof anytype, includinga suspensioror
expulsion.

Agrievancdsa complaintalleginga violation of Title IX,Section504,andother federaland statecivil rightslaws,rules,
and regulations.It is the policy of the SchoolDistrict of Indian River Countyto provide a learning and working
environmentfor studentsthat is free from harassmentor discriminationon the basisof gender,marital status,race,
nationalorigin, religion,age,or disability. Thisgrievanceprocedureisnot applicableo situationsfor whichother appeal
and adjudicationproceduresare providedin state laws or in which the schoolboard is without authority to act. In
utilizingthe complaintprocedure,normal channelsof communicationshallbe from studentto teacherto principalto
Superintendent.

Purpose Theprimary purposeof this procedureis to secure,at the earliestopportunity possible equitablesolutions
to ajustifiablecomplaint. Theproceedingshallbe kept confidentialat eachlevelof this procedure.
Process:Thenumber of daysindicated at eachlevel shallbe regardedasa maximum;every effort shallbe madeto
expeditethe processHowever,the time limits specifiedmay be extendedby mutual agreementof the grievantand
the administration.

LevelOne

Within sixty (60) calendardaysfollowing knowledgeof the act or condition, an applicantfor admission,a current
student, parent, or guardianwith a complaintis encouragedo first discusshe complaintwith the teacher,support
staff, administrator,or principalinvolved,with the objective of resolvingthe matter promptly and informally. If the
complaintis againstthe programor facility administratoror principal,or if the individual witha complaint(grievant)is
not comfortablemeetingdirectlywith the administratoror principal,the grievantbeginswith LevelThree.

LevelTwo
If the complaintis not resolvedat LevelOne,the grievantmay file a signed,written grievancewith the programor
facility administratoror principalstating:

U0 the natureof the grievancencludingdetailsaboutthe incident,the individualsinvolved,the dates,

times,andlocationsinvolved;

U theremedyrequestedand

U thesignatureof the personsubmittingthe grievance.
The administrator or principal will investigatethe situation, take into accountthe nature of the complaintand all
necessaryactors,and respondin writing with a decisionto the grievantwithin (ten) calendardaysafter receivingthe
complaint.

LevelThree

If the complaintis not resolvedat LevelTwo or if the principalor administratoris one of the individualsnamedin the
letter of grievance he/she may within sixty (60) calendardaysfile a written complaintwith the Superintendent.The
complaintshallinclude acopyof the written letter of complaintprovidedat LevelTwo, a copy of the written decision
from the administratoror principalanda statementreflectingfurther remedybeingrequested.TheSuperintendenwill
further investigatethe situation, evaluatethe evidenceandrendera written decisionincludinganyrecommendation
for actionwithin (10)calendardaysafter receivingthe appealor originalcomplaint. Thedecisionof the Superintendent
shallbe final. Notwithstandingthis provision,aftertheS u p e r i n tdecisiahghegrievantmayfile anylegalaction
againstthe SchoolDistrictin any forum as allowed by law with respectto any matter related to the subjectof the
grievancehput suchactionshallnot be areviewof the grievanceprocessor decision.

Withdrawal: Acomplaintmaybewithdrawnbythe grievantat anylevelwithout prejudice,unlesghe grievanceprocess
revealsthat a student hasmade a false report againsta staff member,in suchcase,appropriatedisciplineshallbe
rendered.

Hearingsand Decisions:At eachof the abovethree levels,the grievantshallbe giventhe opportunity to be present
andto be heard. All decisionsat eachlevelaboveshallbe in writing and shallincludesupportingreasons. Copie<f all
decisionsaandrecommendationshallbe furnishedpromptlyto all partiesof interest.
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Retaliatiort No reprisalor retaliation of any kind shallbe taken by or againstany party of legitimate interest or any
legitimateparticipantin the grievanceprocedurebecauseof suchparticipation.

Preservationof Records All proceedingsexternalto the decisionof the schoolboard shallbe destroyed.However,
any grievantwho wishesthe proceedinggo be placedin schoolrecordsmay achievesuchaction by filing a written
request.

Disclaimer In the adoptionandimplementationof this grievanceprocedure,it shallbe understoodthat the school
boardisnot a court of law andthat rulesof jurisprudenceshallnot apply.
